This is not abnormal phenomena because of the various kind of
odors emitted by smoke, food stuffs, cosmetics and others which may stick to the room air
conditioner. So, please clean the air filter and evaporator at the beginning of long no operation period
to reduce the odor.

CONDENSED WATER DRAINAGE

This air conditioner employs a “turbo fan splashing ring” which is designed to splash
the condensated water on the condenser surface for maximum cooling efficiency,
thus producing a splashing sound.

If you are uncomfortable with the sound, you can install an outside drainage by using
the following procedure which may, however cause a small loss of performance.

(D Remove the rubber plug from the base pan.

@ Install the drain pan by using 2 pieces of screws
(provided) at the cabinet.
